in Volunteer Administration, the CVA (Certified in Volunteer Administration) is an
international credential to recognize practitioners in the field of volunteer engagement who
meet specified standards as measured through an exam. The exam is taken via computer,
and candidates prepare through self-study and study groups.

Those who successfully meet the standard are awarded the credential and may use the
CVA designation. Renewal is required every 5 years to maintain CVA status.
Individuals with the equivalent of at least 3 years of experience leading and directing
volunteers are eligible to apply.

Candidates take a computer-based multiple choice exam at local testing centers.
