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Virtual Justice Talking Facilitation Tips

Recommended Platforms
· Zoom - free service allowing group chats up to 40 minutes. 
· Group Skype calls
· Google Hangouts 
· Facebook Messenger

Best Practices
· Try to limit to about 10-12 people
· If possible, login with video so everyone can see each other
· Facilitator should consider calling on people instead of waiting for people to chime in (reduces awkward silences)
· Make sure participants know what piece you will be discussing so communication is very deliberate 
· Use a short work, 40 minutes would be a good amount of time, after check-in/ice breaker
· Pro tip for video conferencing under any circumstances: raise up the camera/computer so people are not looking up at you and situate yourself so natural light is falling on your face
